English IV: Song Lyrics Project
Some songs are good because of the music alone, and some are good because of the meaning of the expressed words, but the greatest songs are those which combine good music with meaningful, well-written lyrics.

1. In groups of four, think of songs that you believe has meaningful, artistic words. Write the lyrics for one that you all decide has good lyrics according to the What Makes a Well-Crafted Poem sheet. After writing the lyrics, list three reasons why the lyrics are good ones according to the What Makes a Well-Crafted Poem sheet
2. Now, think of songs that have bad/annoying lyrics and pick the best (worst) example of badness. Write the lyrics down and then list three reasons why the lyrics are bad ones according to the What Makes a Well-Crafted Poem sheet.
3. Each one of your four group members will now write song lyrics: two verses and a chorus (for 12 lines total). 

The songs should be from the following musical genres: country, death-metal, dance/party, and a wildcard (any genre of your choosing). 

The song lyrics your group creates should be written on computer paper and mounted on a larger piece of poster paper. Little illustrations around the lyrics would be nice, and label the genres that each song represents.

4. In a day or two, you will present your good lyric song and bad lyric song to the class (you will read the lyrics for both and we will play a part of one on the computer). You will then each read the lyrics that you have created and your classmates will judge whether they are good or bad by a vote.
